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1.       PLAYER REGISTRATION
1.1.               General
1.1.1.        Registration policy is to support KGHA Objectives, as set out in the KGHA Constitution.
1.2.               Player Definitions
1.2.1.        KGHA District Player - A player that lives in the KGHA District, as defined by the Constitution.
1.2.2.        KGHA Veteran Player - A player of the KGHA District that was registered with the KGHA during the previous season, or a non-KGHA District Player that has been a member in the KGHA for all of the previous season.
   
1.3.                Registration Eligibility
1.3.1.        A player is ineligible to register until all prior financial and equipment return obligations to the KGHA, or a KGHA team, have been met.
1.3.2.        A player is ineligible to register until membership suspensions levied by the KGHA Executive, or release periods, have been fulfilled.
1.4.                Registration Cut Off Levels
1.4.1.        The number of players used to determine whether a player’s registration has been accepted, or they are on the waiting list, is determined using the following guidance:

1.5.               Registration Priority
1.5.1.        KGHA Veteran Players are given top registration priority, providing that they register by the first registration deadline, and fulfill registration conditions. 
1.5.2.        KGHA District Players, who are not KGHA Veteran Players, are given second registration priority, providing that they register by the first registration deadline, and fulfill registration conditions.
1.5.3.        Players from the KGHA District, that have not registered by the registration deadline, will be given priority in the order of their registration date.
1.5.4.        Non-KGHA District Player applications, from players who have not been granted Veteran status, will be considered on an individual basis by the Executive, and are subject to registration priority deadlines, registration eligibility, and other terms and conditions as set forth by the Executive. Note: The KGHA Constitution requires the Executive to focus on the players of the Kanata District, however, special cases will be considered.  Please contact the Registrar on this matter at registrar@kgha.ca. 
1.5.5.        As noted under Registration Fees, a player’s registration date is subject to full payment of first installment plus any competitive tryout fees.  Failure to meet second installment obligations (ex. NSF) will result in a change in registration priority.     

1.5.6      To be eligible for Tier I tryouts, a player must be registered by the specified registration deadlines as specified in the registration timetable. The only exception is for non veteran KGHA players who are interested in the Spring Tier I tryouts for teams with open tryouts. They do not have to complete a full registration. However if you are a new KGHA District player (or a player from an area that does not offer equivalent Tiers of hockey to our other competitive teams) you are encouraged to complete a full registration, if your intent is to remain with the KGHA should you not make the team with open tryouts.

1.7.               Registration Fees
1.7.1.        Registration fees for the following season are to be determined in February or March.
1.7.2.        Registration fees, as guided by the Constitution, are to be equitable to the program participated in. Recognizing that team costs differ by level, and the team the player is participating on is not known until long after registration, Executive issued team fees will be used to cover KGHA costs of players/teams exceeding those of players whose fees cover their teams costs.
1.7.3.        Registration fees are to have financial penalties associated with later registration, as the KGHA Executive requires as much advanced notice of program demand as possible, to meet the demands of delivering appropriate programs, at the most reasonable cost of delivery. 
1.7.4.        Non-sufficient fund (NSF) checks or failure to make second instalment are subject to a $25 penalty, and the re-dating of that players registration priority date, to the date which the full payment was made.
1.8.               Registration 
1.8.1.        Registration will be via online registration only and through secure payment via credit card.  Exceptional circumstances will have to contact the registrar/ treasurer and arrange to meet at the KGHA office.   All deadlines and priority assignments will still apply.
1.8.2.        Registration will be announced on the KGHA website, by email through team officials, and in a local newspaper.
1.8.3.        No player may be considered registered until such time as all forms have been submitted, complete, signed, and with full payment.  For instalments, failure to complete all instalments will negate previous “good-standing” registration status.
1.8.4.       Players are required to submit the following documentation at registration:
1.8.4.1.              Veteran KGHA players are required to provide:
1.8.4.1.1.       Registration form completed electronically
1.8.4.1.2.       Fair Play Code pledges signed electronically by player and parent/guardians
1.8.4.2.               Non-Veteran players are required to provide:
1.8.4.2.1.       Registration form completed electronically
1.8.4.2.2.       Fair Play Code pledges signed electronically by player and parent/guardians
1.8.4.2.3.       Two copies of proof of age (ex. Birth certificate, passport, school registration document, etc.)  Must be presented at the KGHA office during advertised office hours, dropped off to the Executive mailbox at the Kanata Recreation Centre (lower level) or mailed with a printed copy of application.
1.8.4.3.           Players who played with another OWHA recognized association the previous season must also provide:
1.8.4.3.1.       Two copies of the signed Release form from their previous Association.  Must be presented at the KGHA office during advertised office hours, dropped off to the Executive mailbox at the Kanata Recreation Centre (lower level) or mailed with a printed copy of application.
1.8.5.        By June 30, a statement regarding wait lists will be made on the KGHA website, and players on that list notified by email, using the email address(es) provided on their registration form.
1.9.               Registration Refunds
1.9.1.        Refund requests are to be made in writing to the Registrar.
1.9.2.        Refunds will only be made after payments for the player have cleared the KGHA bank account, and all KGHA equipment returned. 
1.9.3.        Refunds in full will be granted to players who have not been given an opportunity to play in the KGHA.
1.9.4.        Refunds will take into account:
1.9.4.1.            A $50 administration fee
1.9.4.2.            OWHA and ODWHA fees paid on the players behalf
1.9.4.3.            All ice time the player was eligible to receive (including tryouts) at a rate of $15 per hour)
1.9.4.4.            Team fees owing at the time of refund which had not yet been paid
1.9.4.5
Tryout refunds will be granted if notice is given to the Register on intent to withdraw from tryouts by the following dates:


1.9.4.5.1
Spring Tryouts – April 15, 2010

1.9.4.5.2
Late Summer Tryouts – August 13, 2010
1.9.4.6
Tryout refunds will be processed on a best effort basis.

1.9.4.7
All other refunds will not be processed prior to Oct 31, 2009 except for those withdrawing after Spring Tryouts which will be on a best effort basis.

1.10.            Permission to Skate (PTS)
1.10.1.     A PTS may be issued to a player for the purpose of participating in off-season programs with other associations.
1.10.2.      A PTS will not be granted for the purpose of trying out for a team with another Association. 
1.10.3.     A PTS requires the approval of and signatures of any one of the Registrar, Vice-President of Finance and Administration or President.
1.11.            Release
 

1.11.1.      A Release may be issued to a player who wishes to tryout for, or join a team of another Association.
 

1.11.2.      To be eligible for a Release, a player is to have fulfilled their financial and equipment return obligations to their team and the KGHA.
 

1.11.3.      A Release requires the approval and signatures on the release form of any two of the President, Vice-President of Finance and Administration or Registrar.
1.11.4.      A Released player’s first opportunity to re-register with the KGHA will be twelve months from the date of the Release. Note: This is in place to encourage those wishing to join another Association to do so during the off-season, and as early as possible, to minimize the demands and disruptions imposed on our volunteer executive and coaches, to team mates, etc. associated with such a decision, especially those made during tryouts, or after teams have been selected, etc. 
1.11.5.      Upon request, special consideration will be made for Intermediate aged players.
